She has taught face painting to children, teens and adults and currently has 11 free ‘henna for 

teens’ workshops scheduled with the Sonoma County Library system beginning in June. She hopes 

to be offering an additional henna class through CHOPS teen center and adds “the other exciting 

thing we’re doing is starting a storytelling for children session, where the kids are being coached to 

tell their own stories using professional storytelling skills.” 

 

Does the economy worry her? “Nope, I’m a firm believer if you love what you do and come from 

a place of abundance, things will take care of themselves.”
